These Af ghan men are

Taking framing one step further

Thanks to Bruce Millen, we had a wonderful session
on how to frame our photographic images to draw more

attention to them. This idea also works within the photo-

graph itself. Your subject can be emphasized by
réming it with nearby objects in the foreground or

background. A good example of this is a child looking

down through a tube slide or peeking out of a box or a

window.

You can also emphasize a subject by increasing the
sense of depth in a photo. Having something in the

foreground adds extra dimension to a picture. Framing a

photograph can also add context to your image. An
image of a bride and groom framed by the church
doorway can tell you something about where the

photograph was taken.

Applying the framing technique is simple. Look for
something in the foreground or background that relates
to the subject and which can be used to surround or
partially surround it. You may need to change your

vantage point to allow the framing to occur.

Framing within an image is easy to do but here are
some things to look out for. Make sure that your subject
remains the main point of focus and not the framing
gb'egt. Also, carefully expose for your subject and not
surrounding area. In some instances spot metering will

work best.

Next time you are out shooting, try to keep
